1. No alcohol allowed on the preserve 

at any time. 

2. No smoking in the fields or at lodge 

grounds where meetings and meals 

are held. 

3. Every person must have a signed 

liability waiver. 

4. No hunter under the age of 12.  

5. Mandatory hunter education card for 

the student. 

6. Mandatory license by both student 

and adult. Must have this on you 

upon arrival at the preserve.  Game 

Wardens check the preserve 

frequently. 

7. Any violation of any rule is cause 

for removal from the preserve with 

no refund. 

8. Mandatory protective eyewear.  

9. Mandatory attendance at the firearm 

safety meeting. 

10. Parent/Guardian must remain within 

50 feet of their student at all times 

when hunting. 

11. Strongly recommend protective 

hearing.  

12. All birds must be cleaned at the 

cleaning station at the lodge, not in 

the field. 

13. No rifles, pistols or any other 

firearms not specifically for dove 

hunting allowed on the preserve at 

any time.  

14. No treks around the field. Once you 

are placed in the field, stay there. 

15. All firearms must be unloaded and 

stored in a gun case when not 

hunting. 

16. No portable radios or electronic 

devices are permitted, including any 

ear plug/headset of any kind.  

17. You must provide your own 

shotgun(s).  

18. Parents/Guardians CAN NOT hunt 

on Saturday morning.  

19. No non-hunting Parents/Guardians.  

20. No shot larger than 6’s allowed. Size 

7 ½ is recommended. 

21. No Parent/Guardian/child 

competition. 

22. No shooting down left or right from 

shooters position. 

23. No vehicles out in the field. 

24. No inappropriate attire or orange 

colors. 

25. No shooting birds on the ground. 

26. Purchase shooting cans to sit on 

instead of chairs, which are difficult 

to stand from with gun and are 

unsafe. 

27. There will be no shooting at the 

practice range. It will be closed.  

However, between hunts, the 5 

Stand will be open ($6.00/25 clays). 

28. All fishing is catch and release.
